The supervisor is responsible for the scientific quality of the submitted article. 
The authors are responsible for grammar and how the material is presented.
The Conference proceedings will be assigned with UDC, LBC, and ISBN. Each article published in the proceedings will be indexed in the national information-analytical system RSCI (Russian Science Citation Index).	
Submission guidelines
	Font: Times New Roman, font size: 12 pt. 
The article title must be capitalized, bold font, centered (font size: 11 pt.). One line below, the last names of authors and scientific supervisor must be centered, bold font, with first capital letters (font size: 11 pt.). There may be no more than 4 authors (together with the supervisor), the presenter's name must be listed first. One line below, the initials and the last name of the scientific supervisor, their academic degree and position. One line below, the name of the organization is listed (font size: 10 pt.). If the authors study or work in different organizations, their last names must be labeled (1, 2, 3, 4) and followed with footnotes listing the organizations accordingly. An abstract is one line below (font size: 9 pt., italic). After the abstract, the keywords or key phrases are listed (10 or less) (font size: 9 pt., italic). Do not include the words such as "process", "problem", "research", "industry" etc. in the keywords. Please specify them; for example, "single-stage process", "metal industry", "theoretical research" etc.


The article should be 2-4 pages long and typed in Microsoft Word for Windows (6.0 version or higher). Paper size: А5 (148210 mm). Font: Times New Roman, font size: 10 pt. The text must be single spaced, spacing below paragraph: 10 mm. Margins: right, left, top, bottom – 18 mm. Math expressions (font size: 10 pt.) should be done with standard Microsoft Word or Math Type tools. Figures, tables and diagrams should be made in Windows applications. 
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
