	Arne Næss (1912-2009) was not just a Norwegian philosopher and an academic professor, but an environmental activist and a passionate alpinist, who uniquely contributed to the development of the field of environmental philosophy. His thinking has illuminated ecophilosophical and environmental problems, promoting new insights into the environmental challenges posed by economic globalization, technological progress, and the acceleration of worldwide cultural change. His philosophy was shaped by his participation in the seminars of the logical positivists in the Vienna Circle, the influence of European and American pragmatists, the indebtedness to Maurice Merleau-Ponty’ s work, and the profound inspiration of Baruch Spinoza’ s and Mohandas Gandhi’ s worldviews. His thinking has covered questions of epistemology, metaphysics, phenomenology, psychology, and ethics, as intertwined with the most urgent environmental problems of our days. Despite his prolific writing career and his significant analyses of the most relevant  environmental topics, the importance of his work has not yet been fully explored and appreciated within environmental, cultural, psychological and philosophical circles. Throughout his work, Næss has shown a constant commitment to reconnect philosophy to the complex question of life and the Earth. Striving to live his own philosophy, he developed a non-dualistic (no firm dualities exist between subject and object, fact and value, substance and property, universal and particular) and a non-anthropocentric philosophical perspective having at its core a deeply felt love for the nonhuman world. In his ecophilosophical theorizing and in his active support of the global ecology movement, Næss focused on the ultimate unity and interdependence of all living beings, while celebrating their individuality and the richness of cultural and biological diversity. Which are the most remarkable achievements of Næss’ philosophy? What does it mean that his philosophical approach is developed alongside concepts from ecology? Why his work can be considered not just as a product of his days, but as fecund for the present and the future of the philosophical discourse about the environment? The course will formulate answers to these questions by taking into account the uniqueness of Næss’   ecosophy, his ideas about what he called ‘deep ecology’ , and his interests in ecological praxis, that is, in the ecological sense of actions and in ecological responsibility at the individual and the collective level. The course does not pretend to offer any conclusive or exhaustive perspective on Næss’ work and his approach to all complex environmental problems. Rather, through a critical analysis of Næss’ more prominent writings and their related topics, the aim of this course is to provide students with the methodological skills and knowledge in order to understand the general traits of Næss’ ecosophical project. In this regard, the course will clarify the terminology of Næss’ ecosophy, it will focus on his deep ecology position, and it will examine the issue of environmental sustainability, the ecological orientation of actions, and the political relevance of the ecological movement. Therefore, the course will not just provide a detailed introduction to Naess’ thinking, but it will apply it to the discussion of global environmental issues.

	As an academic discipline, environmental ethics emerged in the early 1970s in a social context marked by many liberations movements (e.g., women’ s liberation, gay liberation, black liberation, animal liberation, etc.) promoting egalitarian and non-discriminatory ways of thinking. From the first Earth Day in April 1970, the interest in environmental ethics has grown rapidly. Today, the ethics of the environment continues to flourish and to attract greater attention of philosophers as well as scholars in fields other than philosophy. The field of environmental ethics is in constant evolution as confronted to new environmental, social, technical, and political realities. Environmental ethics can be defined as the discipline that studies the relations between human beings as moral agents and the natural environment as their earthly home. It considers, then, the norms that can and do govern our interactions with the natural world, that is, with the four Earth systems: lithosphere, hydrosphere, atmosphere, and biosphere. These systems includes both inanimate and animate nonhuman components. Therefore, environmental ethics aims at explaining what are the norms that regulate human behavior toward the natural environment, to whom and to what human beings have responsibility, and how their acts towards nature can be justified. In doing so, environmental ethics studies the value and the moral status not just of human beings, but of the environment itself and its non-human contents. Environmental ethics is a discipline involving different ethical theories which offer perspectives and answers to a variety of environmental issues. Environmental ethics is, then, characterized by a plurality of approaches, of types of theorizing and contending views concerning what our relation with nature is or ought to be, how we actually may or should interact with the environment and in what its value consists. These theories do not provide a list of ethically correct answers to be easily used to discuss environmental issues once and for all. Why to study, then, environmental ethics? Which are the major theories that characterize this discipline? How authors in the field of environmental ethics deal with the traditional western ethical thinking? Which are the big questions and concerns that environmental ethics has to appropriately address in the context of today’ s environmental crisis? The course will discuss these questions by presenting the most relevant theorical and practical reflections in the field of environmental ethics. Specifically, it will identify the main currents of principled positions in environmental ethics, it will focus on classical teleological and deontological moral philosophy as offering conceptual frameworks for environmental ethics, and it will consider some current environmental ethical issues. The course will provide students with knowledge about the ethical positions taken in environmental ethics and with the skills and categories to identify and articulate answers to environmental ethical problems. Consequently, students will develop their critical thinking concerning the moral judgement on environmental realities. They will be confronted with the fact that although there can’ t be no definitive answers to the major environmental problems, environmental ethics provides a range of conceptual tools useful to discuss and to offer solutions to environmental issues in ethically acceptable ways. __
